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Yearly Advising Plan in the Japanese Language Science Program
1. Advising Guidelines

1) Advising by Multiple Faculty Members
The main advisor and co—advisors are responsible for regularly monitoring and

guiding the student’ s research progress.

2) Appointment of External Examiners
At the beginning of the fourth year (D4), 0 to 2 external examiners (sub—examiners)

may be appointed from outside the program.

3) Research Plan, Interim Presentation, and Preliminary Thesis

The advisors guide and support the student in drafting and revising their research
plan at the beginning of each academic year. Based on this plan, the advisors create
and update the advising plan. In the third year (D3, year of admission), the advisors

assist the student in presenting their research plan.

In the fourth year (D4), the advisors provide guidance and feedback for writing and

presenting the interim paper.

In the fiftht year (D5), the advisors offer support for the writing and presentation of

the preliminary thesis.
